Avoid Distractions

- Never use a cell phone while operating equipment

Never use a cell phone to send or receive text messages while
operating equipment

Store your cell phone in a location that will prevent its ring from
startling you or anyone in the area

Let calls go straight to voicemail to be retrieved at a later time

Be Aware of Hazards

- Do not operate a cell phone near flammable liquid
- Turn off cell phones within 100 feet of any blasting area
- Know site-specific hazard areas associated with cell phone usage
