A fire on a vessel is a very serious event and must be handled quickly and efficiently to save lives and minimize damage.  Everyone on the vessel may be expected to assist in this emergency.

· Fire noticed- alert bridge to fire location—sound alarm.

· Fire team musters and dresses out.  

· Engineers head to engine room (if possible).

· ALL personnel (science teams, client reps, medics, MMOs, etc.) not participating as part of a fire team immediately muster and put on life jackets at muster station.  
· Head count at muster station- ensure all personnel are accounted for.  
· Fire pumps initiated and fire team attacks fire.  

· Fire is controlled, overhauled, and a watch is posted until it is confirmed that the fire has been extinguished.
