	Navigator selects location, display and scale, confirms location, and notifies deck when on station.  Assign and review deck deployment/retrieval positions:  Air gun array and hydrophone streamer both located on aft deck, center and port side. 

Establish communications between crew, navigation, bridge, and team member in high-res lab if applicable. Deck team members will be on station at aft of vessel. 

Acquisition team member will inspect all connections and tow points on both air gun sled and streamer. All air hose connections at the compressors and air banks will be inspected. Correct pressures will be confirmed in both air bank and regulator. All ropes, air hoses, and cables will be positioned so as to be free of obstructions and clear of crew members.

Party Chief notifies Bridge that deployment is to start, then directs deployment.  Begin with gun sled deployment at nearly idle speed. Guns are to be lifted with aft chain- fall and lowered into water just aft of stern. Both tow line (rope) and control cable/air lines will be deployed from aft deck to a distance of 12 meters aft of stern, port side. Gun tow point will be aft port side. Streamer is to be deployed from reel, center aft. Tail buoy will enter water first followed by tail end of streamer. Forward way must be maintained during streamer deployment. Once streamer is fully deployed a tow point will be established on port side aft.

Once located at the proper offset, 12 meters aft of stern, commencement of shooting will begin. Initial shots will be used to synchronize firing of the array. 

Once source and receivers are deployed, under tow at appropriate locations, offsets, and velocity, recording will commence  

Proceed to Recovery.
