	Forward way must be maintained during streamer recovery to prevent sinking. Streamer deck cable will be disconnected from streamer head. Starting at head connection streamer will be recovered directly onto reel. One man manually recovering the streamer and another turning the wheel, the wheel is not to bear drag load. Tail buoy will be hoisted on deck by hand.

   Following the complete recovery of streamer, gun recovery will commence. Initial gun recovery will consist of manual pulling in gun sled (by hand). To achieve this the vessel must not be under way. Once gun sled is sufficiently close to aft deck, a connection will be made between the sled and the aft chain fall. The final recovery will be made via the chain fall. The gun sled will be set on the aft deck where it will be secured.
